4. Read Proverbs 27:6.  What do you think this verse is saying?  Do you have any friends that 

you give permission to be completely honest with you?  What determines if we will allow a 

person to tell us things we do not want to hear? 

5. Read 1Thessalonians 3:2 and 5:11.  Do you have friends who build you up on a spiritual level?  

How do they do this?  What are some things we can do that would build up our friends 

spiritually?  Can friends who are not Christians build us up spiritually? 

6. Read John 15:13.  Based on what Jesus said, who is our best friend?  What are ways you can 

sacrifice your life for you friends without actually dying? 
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
