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Morning Time

you a random numbetr, say, “Guess what!
God knows exactly how many hairs are
on your head! One, God knows every-
thing. And two, you are SO important
to God that He even thinks about how
many hairs are on your head. I think that
is pretty amazing!”

Cuddle Time

C uddle with your child this month
and pray, “Dear God, thank You for
loving us SO much that You sent Your
Son, Jesus, to be our friend forever. We
love You, God. In Jesus’ name, amen.”

Bath Time

dd toy plates, utensils, and food

to bathtime so your child can pre-
tend to cook breakfast, lunch, and din-
ner. Talk about how we can talk to God
during breakfast time, lunch time, and
dinner time. We can even talk to God
during playtime, bedtime, and bath
time! We can talk to God anytime, any-
where, about anything!
