John 21:25 (NLT) 
Jesus also did many other things. If they were all written down, I 
suppose the whole world could not contain the books that would be 
written.  

 
Psalm 14:7 (OJB, paraphrased) 
Oh that the Yeshua (salvation) of [Israel] would arise from the midst of 
Zion! When [Yahweh] restores his people, [Jacob’s] joy will break forth 
and [Israel] will be glad! 

 
Matthew 24:5 (NLT) 
“…for many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the Messiah.’ They 
will deceive many.” 

 
2 Corinthians 11:4 (TPT) 
For you seem to gladly tolerate anyone who comes to you preaching a 
pseudo-Jesus, not the Jesus we have preached. You have accepted a 
spirit and gospel that is false, rather than the Spirit and gospel you once 
embraced. How tolerant you have become of these imposters! 

 
Luke 4:14-21 (NIV) 
Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and news about him 
spread through the whole countryside. He was teaching in their 
synagogues, and everyone praised him. He went to Nazareth, where he 
had been brought up, and on the Sabbath day he went into the 
synagogue, as was his custom. He stood up to read, and the scroll of 
the prophet Isaiah was handed to him. Unrolling it, he found the place 
where it is written: “The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has 
anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to 
proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to 
set the oppressed free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.” Then 
he rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant and sat down. The 
eyes of everyone in the synagogue were fastened on him. He began by 
saying to them, “Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.”

The 5 Foundational Ministries of Jesus: 
 
Foundational Ministry:  
Jesus proclaims He is the only way to salvation. 
 

Luke 4:18-19 (NIV) 
“The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to 
proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom 
for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to set the oppressed 
free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.” 

 
2 Corinthians 6:2 (NIV) 
For he says, “In the time of my favor I heard you, and in the day of 
salvation I helped you.” I tell you, now is the time of God’s favor, now is 
the day of salvation. 

 

• Because Jesus accepts us through His death on the cross, 
we can accept His gift of Salvation by grace through faith. 

 
Foundational Ministry:  
Jesus proclaims healing to the brokenhearted in this life.  
 

Luke 4:18b (KJV) 
“He hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted… To set at liberty them that 
are bruised.” 

 

• The Greek word “Cardia” means “heart.” 
 

• The Greek word “Suntribo” means “Shattered, thrown 
down violently.” 

 
Foundational Ministry:  
Jesus proclaims freedom from all forms of bondage.  
 

Luke 4:18 (KJV) 
“…to preach deliverance to the captives…” 

 
Foundational Ministry:  
Jesus proclaims healing for the sick and afflicted.  
 

Matthew 8:16-17 (NLT) 
That evening many demon-possessed people were brought to Jesus. 
He cast out the evil spirits with a simple command, and he healed all the 
sick. This fulfilled the word of the Lord through the prophet Isaiah, who 
said, “He took our sicknesses and removed our diseases.” 
 
1 Peter 2:24 (NLT) 
He personally carried our sins in his body on the cross so that we can 
be dead to sin and live for what is right. By his wounds you are healed. 

 
Luke 5:23 (NLT) 
“Is it easier to say ‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or ‘Stand up and walk’?” 



 

• How do I receive Salvation? By grace through faith. 
 

• How do I receive healing? By grace through faith.  
 
Hebrews 13:8 (NLT) 
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.  

 
Foundational Ministry: 
Jesus proclaims the anointing of the Holy Spirit in His 
ministry and in the lives of all who believe.  

 
Luke 4:18 (NLT) 
“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, for he has anointed me…” 
 
Acts 10:38 (TPT) 
“Jesus of Nazareth was anointed by God with the Holy Spirit and with 
great power. He did wonderful things for others and divinely healed all 
who were under the tyranny of the devil, for God had anointed him.” 
 
John 1:33 (ESV) 
“I myself did not know him, but he who sent me to baptize with water 
said to me, ‘He on whom you see the Spirit descend and remain, this is 
he who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.’” 
 
Ephesians 1:13-14 (NLT) 
And now you Gentiles have also heard the truth, the Good News that 
God saves you. And when you believed in Christ, he identified you as 
his own by giving you the Holy Spirit, whom he promised long ago. The 
Spirit is God’s guarantee that he will give us the inheritance he 
promised and that he has purchased us to be his own people. He did 
this so we would praise and glorify him.  

 
Jesus can save you from eternal Hell and hell on Earth.  

 
Acts 10:39-43 (TPT) 
We apostles were eyewitnesses to all the miracles that he performed… 
he was crucified on a cross, but God raised him from the dead three 
days later, allowing him to be seen openly… but he appeared to us, his 
chosen witnesses. He actually ate and drank with us after he rose from 
the dead!... “everyone who believes in him receives complete 
forgiveness of sins through the power of his name.” 
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
