Titus 2:11-15a (NIV)

For the grace of God has appeared that offers salvation to all people. It
teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live
self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age, while we wait
for the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of our great God and
Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to redeem us from all
wickedness and to purify for himself a people that are his very

own, eager to do what is good. These, then, are the things you should
teach.

1. Jim was all about God’s grace. (vs. 11)

Titus 2:11 (NIV)
For the grace of God has appeared that offers salvation to all people.

James 4:6 (TPT)

But he continues to pour out more and more grace upon us. For it says,
“God resists you when you are proud but continually pours out grace
when you are humble.”

Ephesians 2:8-9 (TPT)

For by grace you have been saved by faith. Nothing you did could ever
earn this salvation, for it was the love gift from God that brought us to
Christ! So no one will ever be able to boast, for salvation is never a
reward for good works or human striving.

2. Jim was all about God’s purposes. (vs. 12)
Titus 2:12 (NIV)

It teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to
live self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age...

Romans 8:28-29 (NLT)

And we know that God causes everything to work together for the

good of those who love God and are called according to his purpose for
them. For God knew his people in advance, and he chose them to
become like his Son, so that his Son would be the firstborn among
many brothers and sisters.

Job 42:2 (NIV)
“I know that you can do all things; no purpose of yours can be thwarted.

3. Jim was all about God’s glory. (vs. 13-15a)

Titus 2:13-15a (NIV)

... while we wait for the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of our
great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to redeem
us from all wickedness and to purify for himself a people that are his
very own, eager to do what is good. These, then, are the things you
should teach...

Romans 11:33-34, 36 (NLT)

Oh, how great are God’s riches and wisdom and knowledge! How
impossible it is for us to understand his decisions and his ways! For
who can know the LORD’s thoughts? Who knows enough to give him
advice? ... For everything comes from him and exists by his power and
is intended for his glory. All glory to him forever! Amen.

2 Corinthians 3:18 (TPT)

We can all draw close to him with the veil removed from our faces. And
with no veil we all become like mirrors who brightly reflect the glory of
the Lord Jesus. We are being transfigured into his very image as we
move from one brighter level of glory to another. And this glorious
transfiguration comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.
