2 Facts about Salvation in Christ:

o Salvation is an instantaneous birth.
I’'m born again the very moment | put my trust in Jesus’ death on the
cross and resurrection three days later.

John 3:6-7, 16 (NLT)

& Think about Heaven more than the troubles of this life.

Colossians 3:1-4 (GNT)

[Since] you have been raised to life with Christ, so set your hearts on
the things that are in heaven, where Christ sits on his throne at the
right side of God. Keep your minds fixed on things there, not on
things here on earth. For you have died, and your life is hidden with
Christ in God. Your real life is Christ and when he appears, then you
too will appear with him and share his glory!

How:

reminders.

o4 Overcome self-doubt through confession to God.

Psalm 32:1-6 (MSG)

Count yourself lucky, how happy you must be—you get a fresh start,
your slate’s wiped clean. Count yourself lucky—God holds nothing
against you and you’re holding nothing back from him. When | kept it
all inside, my bones turned to powder, my words became daylong
groans. The pressure never let up; all the juices of my life dried up.
Then | let it all out; | said, “I'll come clean about my failures to God.”
Suddenly the pressure was gone—my guilt dissolved, my sin
disappeared. These things add up. Every one of us needs to pray;
when all hell breaks loose and the dam bursts we’ll be on high
ground, untouched.

The best PATH to overcoming self-doubt:
Proclaim my sin without excuse.
Admit my shameful denial.
Take full responsibility for my failure.
Hold on tight to the hope that God’s forgiveness provides.
